3. Other Items – 
· Discussion of hydraulic fracturing guidelines and comments – Lori Wrotenbery discussed a document dated January 10 (revised hydraulic fracturing guidelines).  The workgroup reviewed all comments received by the date of their last meeting.  It was noted that comments from Jeff Jollie at USEPA may still be forthcoming.  Lori Wrotenbery also reported that she would be speaking at the GWPC UIC meeting on STRONGER’s efforts on hydraulic fracturing.  Jim Erb added that the workgroup did well and deserved a thank you for their volunteer work.  Lori Wrotenbery asked if additional state input is needed?  Bob Sandilos mentioned that there may be a need for a better way to communicate with the independent state oil and gas associations.
The Board discussed whether or not to allow additional comments from states and other stakeholders before finalization of the guidelines and reporting to outside groups such as IOGCC.  

Lori Wrotenbery suggested sending out the document as the workgroups final product and mention that STRONGER will present findings at the IOGCC meeting and ask for any substantive comments from states before the final presentation.

The Board decided to send the workgroup product out to all stakeholders groups with a letter from Hal Fitch describing the current timeline and asking for additional comments on the newest version.
