2. Discussion of state reviews  Updates on contact with Mississippi (Bob Sandilos) and Colorado (Lori Wrotenbery), and discussion of timeline for state reviews of Colorado and Ohio.
Work continues on potential review in Mississippi.  David Neslin reported on turnover at his agency and increased O&G activity in Colorado.  Believes a review may be possible later in the year.
The Board discussed the idea of one review team reviewing multiple states on HF guidelines.  

Action Item: Reach out to states via conference call to gauge interest from shale gas producing or potentially producing states: NY, TX, LA, Arkansas, OK, CO, PA.

Wilma Subra suggested that a potential timeframe be developed before the state call so both STRONGER and the states know what will be expected.

Lori Wrotenbery suggested a 3-person review team (one from each stakeholder group) and additionally local reps for industry and environment.

Lori Wrotenbery proposed that Wilma Subra, Lori Wrotenbery, and Jim Collins get together with Mike Paque and staff to set up a conference call with states from each shale gas play and coalbed methane states.  The call would be an opportunity to lay out the idea and get feedback from states on what is feasible and within what time-frame.

Kathy Martin moved and Wilma Subra seconded a motion to pursue HF only review session with HF states that are interested and to begin with an organizational call with interested states. Approved 
Lori Wrotenbery will talk to Dr. Robert Puls about having someone from the EPA/Ada lab attend some of the reviews.
