Call to Order – Lori Wrotenbery called the meeting to order and noted the presence of the following on the call:

2. Approval of April 28th Meeting Minutes – Don Garvin moved approval of the

minutes, Leslie Savage seconded and the April 28th meeting minutes were approved.

3. Status of State Reviews and Scheduling –
Kentucky – Leslie reported that the in-state portion of the review went well and that team members are scheduled to have their draft sections to Jim Erb by the end of the day today. The team will meet again on June 26-27 to finalize the draft report. The schedule calls for the draft to be distributed by June 30, with comments due by July 31st. The plan is to have the final report ready for Board review by its August 17th-18th meeting.
New York – Leslie Savage spoke with Brad Field during the Billings IOGCC meeting, but no date has been set yet.
Tennessee – Tom Stewart reported that he is still in discussions with the industry representatives, but no commitment has been made yet.

Mississippi – Leslie reports that it is time to make contact with Mississippi representatives and that a visit by Board representatives may be helpful.

4. Report on IOGCC Meeting and Status of Guidelines Revisions – Hal Fitch 

reported that Leslie Savage’s presentation to the State Review Committee was well received. Leslie indicated that she received written comments from Joe Pettey, the West Virginia official representative, on the draft Guidelines. His comments were directed at the proposed storm water provisions. Leslie reports that the plan is to request comments on the revised Guidelines, which have already been distributed, and to ask for action by the IOGCC at its Austin meeting. Leslie suggested that the Board prepare written responses to all the comments received and distribute them to the official representatives in advance of the Austin meeting. Tom Stewart indicated that he would like to provide the responses to industry as well, in advance of the IPAA annual meeting. Leslie indicated that she will have the comments ready for review by the end of the day today. Lori Wrotenbery asked that the Board have the opportunity to review the comment responses and provide their input to Leslie by June 2nd. Leslie also reported that a number of official representatives joined her for dinner to discuss the draft Guidelines. ACTION ITEM: Leslie Savage will distribute a draft of responses to the comments received and will distribute them to the Board for review. The Board will forward their suggestions to Leslie by June 2nd and she will make adjustments to the comment responses accordingly.
The Board deferred discussion of agenda items 7 (2006 STRONGER Work Plan and Budget), 8 (STRONGER Accounting and Procurement Manual), and 9 (Other Items) to a later meeting.

On motion and second, the Board went into executive session to discuss agenda items 5 and 6.

5. Appropriations Update – Tom Steward provided an update on the appropriations effort and next steps. ACTION ITEM: Tom Stewart will continue to monitor developments and will report to the Board.

6. Contract for Administrative Support Services – The Board completed its review of the proposals and authorized the Executive Committee to negotiate with GWPC on the terms of a contract.  ACTION ITEM:  The Executive Committee will negotiate with GWPC and will submit a draft contract for approval by the Board during its June 16th teleconference.
 The Board then resumed the open meeting session.
