4. Critical Issues –
· Discussion of progress by the Hydraulic Fracturing Workgroup (Lori Wrotenbery)
· Meeting update:  Lori Wrotenbery updated the board on the progress of the workgroup including the face-to-face meeting, follow-up conference call and scheduled follow-up meeting.  She mentioned that the workgroup would tour actual HF field operations in Dallas at the October meeting.  Work on the guidelines appears to be on schedule.  .
· Next steps: Hal Fitch asked about comment gathering process for guidelines and Lori Wrotenbery said it should go to IOGCC for distribution to states, to interest groups that have been following the process and the GWPC Board of Directors.  Jim Collins suggested the industry associations should be provided a copy for comment.  Constituent groups will send information on distribution to staff.  Kathy Martin suggested the final draft of the guidelines also be posted to the website.  Lori Wrotenbery and staff will draft a cover letter for the distribution
· Timetable for guidelines development.  Jim Erb mentioned that request to IOGCC for distribution should also include the state review committee.
· Progress report on development of the two-part report to include a summary of the STRONGER process and an analysis of past reviews and their effectiveness (Jim Erb).  The board went through the document page by page and suggested changes.  Jim Erb will revise per discussion.  Hal Fitch asked about the timeline for finalization.  Hal Fitch suggested completion within 2 weeks so document would be available for API/ EPA meeting.  Final board comments will be due to Jim Erb within a week.
· Development of possible presentation for an IOGCC meeting.  Discussion deferred until November face-to-face meeting.
· Bob Sandilos suggested STRONGER participate in an upcoming meeting with API and EPA, and thought a request for a STRONGER specific follow-up meeting would be helpful.
· Bob Sandilos asked if there was a message for the upcoming state review committee meeting at the IOGCC meeting.  Lori Wrotenbery said she needed to talk with Rick Simmers.  Hal Fitch said an update on the HF Workgroup might be useful and he would speak with Rick Simmers concerning an update and a new state representative to the board.
