1. Discussion and approval of August, 2008 minutes– Hal Fitch moved, Tricia Beaver seconded, Approved
2. Status of State Reviews and Scheduling – 
· Mississippi –Update regarding contacts between new industry person and Lisa Ivshin (Tom Stewart and Bob Sandilos)  Tom Stewart said Bob Sandilos was going to make this contact and Bob Sandilos was not on the call.  Deferred until October meeting.
· Colorado – Updates on status of Colorado rule (Tricia Beaver).  Tricia Beaver said rule promulgation was still ongoing and E&P waste management deliberations have been scheduled for October 26 & 27.  Next meeting after that is December 9-11, 2008 for adoption of rules.  If approved, rules should go into affect on last day of January, 2009.  Some rules were controversial and would not be included.  These rule sections would be dealt with in the spring of 2009.  Wilma Subra asked if delayed sections would cause a delay in a review.  Tricia Beaver said she did not think so except that the E&P waste rules should be completed before a review takes place.  However, some of the participants in the delayed rules may be the same people who would be involved in a review; which may delay a review until the middle of 2009.  Don Garvin attended a Trout Unlimited convention in Salt Lake City and met a number of Colorado representatives who might be good candidates for a review team.  Lori Wrotenbery noted that Thom Kerr made a good presentation on the Colorado rule at the GWPC Annual Forum.
· Wyoming –Update on contact with Dave Searle (Tom Stewart) and Don Likwartz (Tricia Beaver).  Lori Wrotenbery noted that Terry Lorenzen and Don Likwartz are retiring soon.  Kevin Frederick noted that he is interested in talking about a review and wanted to see an example of a recent follow-up review, the original Wyoming review and a copy of the guidelines.  Staff will provide these documents.  Kevin Frederick also noted that there was heavy BLM involvement and they should be included.  Lori Wrotenbery will follow-up on a BLM contact with Kevin Frederick. No contact has yet been made with Dave Searle.

· Discussion of STRONGER Workgroup discussions with State of Pennsylvania regarding gas shale issues (Wilma Subra).  Lori Wrotenbery noted she had discussions with other state directors at the GWPC meeting and they are going to convene a conference call amongst the states to discuss issues and determine what support they may need from STRONGER and others.  The discussions would take place between Texas, Louisiana, Arkansas and Oklahoma for some shale plays AND Pennsylvania, New York, West Virginia and Ohio for the Marcellus.  Wilma Subra discussed the conference call with Joe Lee and Ron Gilius.  The principal focus of the call was on water quantity issues.  Staff will forward notes from call to STRONGER Board members.  Lori Wrotenbery said she has had conversations with Chesapeake about the work they are doing to provide better information on shale gas issues including their research on water demand/ use issues.
