1. Call to Order – Lori Wrotenbery called the meeting to order and noted the presence of the following on the call:

2. Approval of revised January 13, 2005 and February 4, 2005 Board meeting minutes - Jim Collins moved approval of the minutes, Terry Adamson seconded, and they were approved. 
3. Status of Action Items from February 4th meeting
ACTION ITEM: The revised January 13th minutes will be placed on the Board’s March 10th meeting agenda.  Completed.
ACTION ITEMS: Bear West will prepare a breakdown of Board travel and meeting expenses for review by the Board at the March 10th meeting.  Bear West will also investigate lower-cost alternatives for conference call meetings. NEW ACTION ITEM: The discussion will be re-scheduled for the Board’s April meeting. 
ACTION ITEMS: Bear West will make the suggested changes to the 2005 Budget and will place it on the Board’s March 10th agenda for approval. Bear West will modify the draft budget spreadsheet accordingly. NEW ACTION ITEM: Bear West will place the 2005 budget on the agenda for approval at the Board’s April meeting and will send the budget spreadsheet to Mark Carl. 
ACTION ITEMS: Bear West will prepare and distribute a survey to the Board after the close of each quarter. Based on the survey results, the Board chair will discuss the review with Jim Carter and will report to the full Board. The final review will be conducted at the Board’s November meeting. NEW ACTION ITEM: Bear West will send a performance survey to the Board at the end of March.
ACTION ITEM: Jim Erb will prepare materials for the workgroup meeting on March 10th in Atlanta. - Completed
ACTION ITEMS: Bear West will request time on the State Review Committee agenda and will prepare presentation information for the State Review Committee meeting and the general session. CONTINUED ACTION ITEM: Bear West will follow up with Jim Erb.
ACTION ITEM: Terry Adamson will follow up with a call to WGA to request a meeting. Completed. 
ACTION ITEMS: Don Neeper, Jim Collins, Tom Stewart will recruit an industry workgroup member for the Performance measures workgroup. Lori Wrotenbery will call Terri Lorenzon to see if she would like to chair the group and will call Mike Sponsler to see if the wants to be involved. Partially completed. CONTINUED ACTION ITEM: Jim Carter will call Mike Sponsler and Tom Stewart will follow-up with an industry representative.
ACTION ITEM: Bear West will offer assistance to the Ohio review team through Bob Wilson, the team leader, by next week (February 11th). 
Board discussion - Could another team member write the section? Jim Erb suggests that the report needs to be written by team to support the credibility of process. The Board consensus is that it needs to be team report. CONTINUED ACTION ITEM: Bear West will follow up with the Team to offer what assistance is needed.
4. Guideline Workgroup Updates  
· Stormwater workgroup – Wilma Subra gave a workgroup update, reporting that Jim Erb had developed an outline for the section. The workgroup will finish its work prior to the April Board meeting.
· Performance Measures – Tom Stewart will recruit an industry member. Jim Erb asked whether the group could we make the summer deadline. Lori Wrotenbery indicted that she thought so, if a workgroup can be fleshed out by the next week. ACTION ITEMS: Jim Erb will provide the staff support and call Terri Lorenzon to see if she is interested in chairing the group. The industry Board members will work on an appointment. 
· Spill Prevention – Jim Collins reports that a draft guideline is in circulation. A revised draft will be submitted to Board by April meeting. The workgroup has a conference call scheduled for the next week.
· Coal Bed Natural Gas – Terry Adamson has scheduled a meeting with the Western Governors Association for next week with Pam Inmann and Paul Orbach. The Board discussed where the CBM guidelines might fit into the existing Guidelines. ACTION ITEM: Bear West will develop meeting materials and send them out by Friday.
· Existing Guidelines Revisions – ACTION ITEM: Bear West will combine the draft revisions to the existing Guidelines with the new materials for Board consideration at its April meeting.
5. Funding Update  – Jim Carter
· Jim Carter reported that the $100,000 API grant has been received. The Board expressed its appreciation to API.
· EPA grant application – Jim Carter reported that the new grant application will be filed shortly. Regarding continuing Congressional support, Tom Stewart reported that the House subcommittee responsible for the EPA budget may be more approachable this year. Senators DeWine & Voinovich will continue to support the request. Sen. Burns will chair the corresponding Senate subcommittee. Tom noted that the President’s budget proposes dramatic cuts in DOE’s budget. Jim Collins asked if to get membership lists of the new subcommittees. Jim also asked about amount of next year’s request. The Board agreed that $300, 000 is an appropriate request for 2006. ACTION ITEM: Bear West will contact Utah Senator Bennett’s office to determine when would be a good time for Congressional visits and will coordinate with the Board.   
6. Current State Review Status  
· Ohio – ACTION ITEM: Per the above discussion, Jim Carter will talk to Bob Wilson about how to proceed and will e-mail the Board with the results. Jim indicated that he will try to have the issue resolved by March 18th.
· Oklahoma – Jim Carter reported that the Team has a conference call on March 11th to try to complete work on the draft report/\.
· Indiana – Jim reported that the Team has a conference call on March 24th to review the comments received and formulate a final recommended report.
7. Future Review Status  
· Kansas - No firm date for the review has been established yet. It is planned for September, 2005. 
· New York – The review has been scheduled for June, 2005 and the questionnaire has been sent. 
The Board discussed which questionnaire was correct for the Kansas and New York reviews. The Texas questionnaire version of the Performance Measures guidelines is right one. ACTION ITEM: Bear West will distribute the current versions of the questionnaires to the Board to make sure the right ones are being used.
